setts, with its population of 6

million, it could result in as many
as 2 million people getting sick, 80,000
being hospitalized and 20,000 dying.
That's the message of the Massachu-
setts Department of Public Health,
and it's a message that brought 125
people to the Five College Conference
on Pandemic Planning for Higher
Education in January.

I f a pandemic flu hit Massachu-

Presenters sought to dispel misconcep-
tions (for example, that “bird flu” is

a particular kind of pandemic virus,
when in reality all serious flu viruses
originate in birds) and to offer new
perspectives (in any given year, some
36,000 Americans die of the flu).

The conference, hosted by Amherst
College and organized by Five College
Information Technology Director
Donna Baron and the Five College
Emergency Preparedness Commit-
tee, touched on everything from flu
symptoms, to risk communication, to
legal issues unique to higher educa-
tion. Attendees included campus
health workers, municipal emergency
response administrators, educators,
local law enforcement officials and
medical personnel. The state health
department was represented by a
half-dozen doctors, lawyers and public
health administrators.

“Qur primary goal was to improve
communication between the state

and higher education on the issue of
pandemic preparedness,”’ said Baron,
“to get us on their radar screen and
them on our radar screen.” Not-

ing the informal networking that
occurred among campus, town and
state officials, Baron added, “That
definitely happened.”

The conference sprang from work
Baron has been doing with a
subcommittee of the Five College
Emergency Preparedness Committee
to collaborate with area towns on
health preparedness.

FIVE COLLEGE ASSOCIATE SHEDS LIGHT ON OBSCURE AUTHOR OF FAMOUS BOOK

ive College Associate Ma-
F rie Cleary wants to do for
Thomas Bulfinch what the
19th-century writer did for classi-
cal mythology. Bulfinch’s claim to
fame was penning The Age of Fable,
also known as Bulfinch’s Mythology,
in 1855. A best seller in its time and
still in print more than 150 years
after it was first published, the book
was one of the first to retell ancient
classic mythology in English. And

yet, according to Cleary, its author
has remained unknown.

With her book Myths for the Millions:
Thomas Bulfinch, His America, and His
Mythology Book (Peter Lang Publishing,
2007), Cleary shines a light on this ob-
scure author, exploring how Bulfinch’s
life experiences influenced his interest
in making mythology accessible to

the masses. Despite being a Harvard
graduate, the son of the famous but

not particularly prosperous architect
Charles Bulfinch worked most of his
life as a bank clerk and lived for 30 years
in boardinghouses, sharing the supper
table with middle-class Bostonians.

In Myths for the Millions, Cleary
describes how Bulfinch “democra-
tized” myths for a mass audience at a
time when only privileged males who
learned Latin and Ancient Greek could
read them.

NEW FIVE COLLEGE JOURNAL ADVANCES STUDY OF CHILDHOOD

he academic field exploring
the history of childhood
has received a boost with

the initiation of a Five College—based
international journal. The Journal of
the History of Childhood and Youth
(JHCY), edited by UMass Amherst
faculty Brian Bunk and Laura Lovett,
and Amherst College professors
Karen Sanchez-Eppler and Martha
Saxton, debuted in February at a
conference hosted by Amherst.

A scholarly, peer-reviewed journal,
JHCY traces its roots to 2000 and
the creation of the Society for the
History of Children and Youth,
according to Sanchez-Eppler, who
also notes its Five College lineage.
“The Five College Childhood Studies
Faculty Seminar had been a rich site
of collaborations and discussions
since 2002,” she says. “The four of
us had recently completed or were
in the last stages of book projects

that centered on childhood, and this
seemed a perfect opportunity for
our individual scholarly trajectories
as well as a way of building on the
collaborative pleasures we had found
in the Five College Childhood Stud-
ies Faculty Seminar.”
