· Entries must be submitted by 3:00pm Thursday February 18.

· Acceptable formats include DVD and Mini DV. Verify that your DVD plays on all systems.

· There will be no compensation for loss or damage of work.

· Each submission must be cued up and clearly labeled with your name, phone number, title and running time. 

· Length. The festival is not able to screen works longer than 20 minutes. You can submit a video that is longer than 20 minutes but, if selected, only an excerpt will be screened at the festival.  Cue your  tape up  to the excerpt you want the jury to view.
· This is a competitive festival; submission does not mean that your work will be screened at the festival. A jury will watch all the submissions and decide what represents the best work submitted, taking into account the equipment and classes available on each campus. You will be notified by email if your work has been accepted for screening at the festival. 

· Submissions can only be made by students currently enrolled in one of the five colleges. (Work completed by students who graduated in  ‘09 is eligible for awards in all categories).
· $5 application fee (per entry) – cash only is accepted. No checks. Please put the cash in the envelope with your submission. Submissions will only be screened if the cash fee is in the envelopes. Media Center workers at the five colleges will not make change. 

· Students may submit up to two works, but must include an extra five dollars for the second submission.
