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The Digital Environment Development and Coordinating Committee  (DEDCC) was created by the FCLC in FY2002 “to take a consortium-wide and cross-functional view in their work.”  The Committee was asked to “investigate and analyze areas for Five College library collaboration and develop and implement projects as appropriate.”

The DEDCC began work in March 2002, and its first task was to investigate and recommend a resource to enable students to find full-text journals online, pursuant to the January 24, 2002 Five College librarians meeting.  The Committee recommended TDNet and convened a task force of Serials and Acquisitions and RIO members to handle implementation by fall 2002.  

The DEDCC is investigating further existing and emerging technologies, as per its charge.  It recently conducted a preliminary investigation of an unmediated in-valley article delivery service.  This idea was tabled because while improving access to Five College journals is a good goal, the technology is not yet able to meet our needs. The Committee is in the process of generating additional ideas, and once the brainstorming sessions are over, it will prioritize items on the list.
Finally, the DEDCC is working to clarify ground rules for our group.  A draft of that document is attached.
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
