About the Charles Mark Scholarship

Generously endowed by Dr. Charles Mark, the Charles Mark Scholarship supports Five College Center for World Languages (FCCWL) students in enhancing their language skills by participating in linguistic and cultural immersion activities in communities where the target language is spoken. 

Eligibility. You are eligible for this scholarship if: 
· You are a student of Czech, Slovak, Bosnian-Croatian-Serbian, Slovenian, Macedonian, Bulgarian, Ukrainian, or Belorussian from any of the five campuses; 
· OR you are a student of any language from Amherst, Hampshire, Mount Holyoke, or Smith College;
· AND you meet the eligibility criteria below.

Award funds may be used for travel to or living expenses in a community where the language is spoken. Preference will be given to certain applicants as described on the scholarship webpage.

To be eligible to receive a scholarship, at the time of application, applicants must:
· Be studying or have previously studied the target language (language of the application) through the Five College Center for World Languages 
· Be enrolled in a degree program (undergraduate or graduate) at one of the Five Colleges
· Be on campus when the scholarship is awarded. Scholarships are not awarded to students who are already abroad.
· Have a Social Security Number

Application. A competitive application will clearly demonstrate: 
· The applicant’s commitment to language study
· Specific and well-developed plans for the applicant’s time in the target language community
· How these plans create an immersive environment for language learning

Special consideration may be given to applicants who plan to find accommodation with a homestay, work with the target language community, and/or pursue informal learning opportunities instead of or in addition to formal language coursework. Special consideration may also be given to applicants who are planning longer stays.

Use of award funds. Awards range from $500–$1,500. Award funds may be used for travel to or living expenses in a community where the language is spoken. Most commonly this will be a destination outside the U.S., but funds may be used for domestic travel if the applicant demonstrates how their destination and plans constitute a linguistically immersive environment. All travel must be completed and all financial documentation submitted by May 31, 2027, or the scholarship will be forfeited.

(B) Why are you learning this particular language? How does this language fit into your overall academic, professional, and/or personal goals?

2. Describe your plans for your time in the target language community, including dates, destinations, activities, and the language(s) in which those activities will take place. Be as detailed as possible, and be sure to specify how settled your plans are. (For example: If you are conducting research, have you already identified potential informants? If you are travelling, is your itinerary already set or still developing? Etc.)

3. Explain in detail how these plans create an immersive environment for language learning. How will you ensure you have ample opportunities to practice and enhance your language skills as a major focus of your travels? Imagine a typical day during your trip—where, how, and with whom will you use the target language?

List all major expenses (e.g., tuition, airfare, lodging, equipment, etc.), as well as expected sources of funding (e.g., personal savings, scholarships, etc.).
